INVOLVEMENT—Our job is to get in the game, not 
keep score. —Anonymous 
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23rd  Sunday in Ordinary Time – Paul’s letter to 
Philemon – and the reading for this Sunday, makes up 
about half of Paul’s letter – is a friendly little note from 
Paul to Philemon about a slave of Philemon’s whose 
name is Onesimus, and who has been serving Paul during 
his imprisonment. During this time with Paul, Onesimus 
has become a convert to Christianity. There are two theo-
ries why Onesimus was with Paul: either Onesimus ran 
away from his master and took refuge with Paul, or Phile-
mon lent Onesimus to Paul for a limited period. In either 
case Paul is now sending Onesimus back, and at the same 
time pressurizing Philemon to send him Onesimus for a 
further period. The most important and attractive element 
in the letter is Paul’s affectionate brotherhood with the 
slave, now a Christian. After long centuries of the tolera-
tion of slavery within Christianity, Christians will realize 
that the affection and brotherhood here expressed make 
slavery among Christians intolerable. A further step taken 
later will be that any enslavement of human beings is in-
compatible with Christianity, and that all human beings 
must be treated as brothers and sisters, equal before the 
Lord. It is a classic case of the slow deepening of the un-
derstanding of Christian morality. 
   As people of God, we are continually tempted to ac-
commodate and assimilate the values of society – versus 
the values of God and what our Faith teaches. However, 
compassion replaces ambition among them; equality su-
persedes competition and achievement, Jesus reverses 
assumptions and expectations and He encourages His fol-
lowers to be a gift to the world. The search for meaning 
and purpose in our lives is continuous, but serving others 
helps us to be the fullest versions of ourselves. Our at-
tachment to possessions and comfort zones is challenged 
by our growing relationship with Jesus. 
   We have plenty of inspirational Christians in our world.  
Many have stepped off the “career ladder” to raise aware-
ness and prompt action on the climate change crisis, 
which is so devastating to poor communities and coun-
tries. Christians are heavily involved in tackling human 
trafficking which is an ongoing form of slavery in our 
world and undermines human dignity. Many find it life-
affirming to volunteer at food banks and at projects offer-
ing overnight accommodation and an evening meal to 
people who are homeless. Others are involved in peace 
education with young people, helping them to build a bet-
ter world for the common good. We all have to make 
choices between the call of the Lord and the pull of fami-
ly and friends, possession and worldly values, which can 
sometimes block God’s invitation and grace. How far are 
we able to let go of our old securities? In what new ways 
can we follow and serve to build God’s Kingdom here on 
Earth.  
   What Jesus commands is prioritizing Him as the source 
of our life and as its ultimate end. We serve him when we 
serve those around us (ñWhatsoever you do for the least 
of My brothers [and sisters], that you do for Me.ò)
